The final qualifiers
will play in the reverse order of score achieved in the first 36 holes. Both first and tenth tees will be utilised on Thursday 16th
April; those starting from first tee in 3rd round will commence from 10th in the 4th round and vice versa.

In the event of a tie for the Peter McEvoy Trophy the result will be decided by 'sudden death' play-off starting at hole number 18.
All other places will be decided on the combined score for all four rounds; if scores are still tied they be equal placed.

The organising Committee's decision on any matter relating to the event is final.

1. Entries are invited from boys of amateur status who are under the age of 18 years at 00.00 hours on 1st January 2010,
with a certified active playing handicap of 2 and under.

3. Entries will be limited to 72 players. In the event of applications exceeding this number, entries for the higher handicap
competitors shall be decided by ballot, which shall take place immediately after the closing date for entries.
